TIPS & TIMELINE to MAKE THE MOST of AOS

· REGISTER EARLY!  Register by August 7, 2017 for the early bird deadline to be considered for AOS postcard image(s), publicity photos and ACA website images.  Don’t forget to send in your images!  Returning artists must submit photos each year.  August 14 is the final day to register for AOS.

· August 31, 2017:  Artists will receive acceptance/decline notification (payments will not be processed until artists are accepted) PLEASE EMAIL Pam at pam@acarts.org if you do not receive an email by September 1.

· EVENT LOGISTICS
· Artists are responsible for set up, hanging, selling and dismantling their own artwork.  
· Artists must be present at their site for the full event
· As historic town buildings, there will be no wall space available for hanging.  Your set-up can include any combination of tables, easels, or racks that will fit in an approx. 10’x10’ space.
· If you need a table or electric outlet, you must let us know at the time of your registration.  If you are bringing your own set-up, please indicate the display measurements when you register.
· Set up times will be announced after registration.  At this time, we anticipate Friday afternoon and Saturday morning set-up times, please stay tuned for more details.
· There will be food and music during the event! Possibly spoken word performances too.  
Stay tuned for more details.

· ARTIST MARKETING TOOLS –  ACA provides advertising, publicity and social media outreach, but participating artists are all expected to be part of the publicity team!
· Postcards & Posters:  ACA will produce a poster & postcards for you to distribute 
· Evites & Newsletters:  ACA will send out materials that you can forward to your email contacts.
· Social Media: Follow us on Facebook, Twitter and Instagram (@arlington_arts, #aos) 
· ARTIST MARKETING TOOLS DROP-IN:  Date TBA. Chat with our communications team about how you can promote your work at AOS this year.

· ARTIST EXHIBITION: All artists & artisans are encouraged to participate in our Open Studios group art exhibition, on display at Arlington Town Hall from September 11-October 14.  Drop-off will be Tuesday, Sept. 5 from 5-7pm.  Please submit one large or two small pieces, ready for hanging.  3D pieces require your own pedestal to display.  A Reception and Open Studios kick-off is scheduled for Thursday, September 28 from 5-7pm at Town Hall.

· ARTIST AUCTION:  Since we do not take a commission for Open Studios and are looking for alternative ways to raise funds for this event, artists are encouraged to donate one piece of any size to the Silent Auction, which will be held during the event.  All proceeds from auction sales will go to support Open Studios and ACA. 

· SPONSORSHIP: As a nonprofit organization, we depend on financial support from the community to fund Arlington Open Studios. If you know of a local business or individual donor who is interested in contributing to AOS, or have other ideas about fundraising, please contact Pam Shanley at pam@acarts.org.

· VOLUNTEERS:  Volunteers are needed in many areas, such as distributing posters & postcards, staffing the group show, setting up the silent auction, greeting and directing visitors during the event, etc.  Please tell us how you can help or if you have a friend/family member who can help.
