A very clean and pure wine with tart green apple and restrained aromas to give a classic style.

22. Sancerre Claude Riffault LOIRE, FRANCE

From vines grown high on a plateau above the famed Céte de Beaune, this is an extraordinary wine with
soft tannins and a hint of spice.

34. Gevrey-Chambertin, Domaine Maume 2013 BURGUNDY, FRANCE
A perfect example of great complexity and structure. Ripe, concentrated fruit flavours balanced with a firm
structure and a long finish.

Juicy, smooth & silky

35. “Julia Florista” Red, Vidigal COUNTRY WINE, PORTUGAL
Exquisite blend with velvety structure and fruit driven style with an emphasis on smoothness and vibrance.

36. Merlot, “Rio Alto” CENTRAL VALLEY, CHILE
Deliciously dark and intense. Free run juice adding depth of flavour to a smooth and fruity palate.

37. Negroamaro “del Trulli” Salento PUGLIA, ITALY
An intense mix of dark plums and deep violet hues with luscious fruit, just a hint of tannin.

38. Rioja Crianza, Cerro Anon RIOJA, SPAIN
Initially fruity on the nose, followed by complex vanilla flavours created during the oak ageing process.

40. Camins del Priorat, Alvaro Palacios PRIORAT, SPAIN
Extraordinary blend of six grapes giving a fresh and enticing wine with full bodied fruit and an
ultra-silky texture.

41. Cabernet Sauvignon “San Perito” CENTRAL VALLEY, CHILE

Lashings of autumn blackcurrant, plenty of texture and weight with an ample and satisfying finish.

Deep colour with dense blackberry fruit backed up with a savoury character and hints of black pepper.

43. Cotes du Rhone “Reserve du Fleur” RHONE, FRANCE
Excellent modern and very gluggable blend of syrah and grenache. Spicy, warming and focused.

44. Malbec Reserve “Trueno” MENDOZA, ARGENTINA
Robust and full bodied. Cassis fruit, a lick of oak and powerful flavours making this a blockbuster.

45. Zinfandel “Live Oak”, Cline Cellars CALFORNIA, USA
Concentrated flavours of sweet berries and roasted coffee, a big wine (16% abv) which maintains great
elegance alongside its obvious charms.

46. Chéteauneuf-du-Pape, Chanté Cigale RHONE, FRANCE
A traditional style with supple open-knit complexities. Aromas of fresh red berries combine with smooth
tannins and bramble fruit. Drinking beautifully now.

47. Amarone della Valpolicella ‘La Colombaica’, Montresor VENETO, ITALY
A hugely powerful wine with black cherry and plump raisins. Richly textured and well rounded.
