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Travel Scholarship Application

Purpose

Recognizing that ABE practitioners in greater Minnesota face additional obstacles in order to attend professional development, in the Twin Cities, Southwest ABE is offering travel scholarships to those who live at least 75 miles away from MDE.  If you would like to attend the 2019 ABE Support Services Conference but do not have enough program funding to support your attendance, scholarships of up to $150 are available to cover the costs of lodging and/or $125 toward the cost of mileage ($0.58 per mile).  Participants are encouraged to carpool in order to maximize the impact of the scholarship. Please note that meals will not be included in the scholarship.
There are 15 travel scholarships available for mileage and 15 travel scholarships for lodging.  They will be awarded according to the following criteria:
1. Date received 
2. Distribution among the various Professional Development Regions (i.e., we won’t award all scholarships to one region simply because they got their applications in first)

3. Distance being traveled

4. Responses provided on this application

Process
1. First, register for the conference.  If you do not receive a scholarship and must cancel your registration, that is not a problem.  It’s better to have your name on the list in case the conference fills up.
2. Next, complete and send in your application.  
To be eligible for the ABE Support Services travel scholarship, please submit the completed application, preferably as an email attachment, to Marty Olsen: martha.olsen@gmail.com. 
Scholarship applications must be received by midnight on Friday, November 1, 2019, to be eligible.  If more applications are received than there are scholarships available, awards will be granted according to the criteria listed above.  If fewer applications are received, additional funds may be made available to cover mileage in excess of $125.  Applicants will be notified via email by November 4th.
