Phoenix Farm CSA Description

Phoenix Farm Certified Organic is pleased to offer Community Supported Agriculture (CSA) shares.
A CSA membership is an agreement between the member and the farmers. The weather dictates how productive the growing season will be. The member agrees to go through growing season with the farmer. The farmer then provides the member with a share of the produce that has been grown and harvested by Phoenix Farm during the 2018 growing season; according to the membership option that they have chosen. 

The CSA will run for 20 weeks on Tuesdays 2:30 – 6:30 (tentative dates are June 5th to Oct. 16th. The start or end date could fluctuate due to harvest availability). We offer the following levels of shares – quarter $200.00, half $400.00 and full $700.00 shares. Based on your weekly vegetable consumption you can decide which option is going to meet your needs. Deciding to join Phoenix Farm CSA is a great way to add fresh local Certified Organic Produce to some of your meals.

We grow a variety of Certified Organic Produce. We pride ourselves on having the freshest Certified Organic Produce available; we pick the day/night before or morning of our CSA.  The Weather dictates how much produce is available for harvest each week; with this being said some weeks may have more or less produce in your share.

CSA starts with cold weather produce (beets, carrots, greens, lettuces, peas, etc...) then changes to summer (beans, cucumbers, garlic, tomatoes, peppers, summer squashes, etc...) and ends with fall/winter (onions, potatoes, peppers, winter squashes, greens, etc...). 

Just prior to when the CSA begins we will start to send out a weekly email with CSA updates regarding what produce is being harvested. We will provide additional information regarding the crops we are planting after we have completed our seeds order.  

Please give us advance notice if you are unable to pick up your share. Arrangements can be made to have someone else pick up your share. Any shares that are not able to be picked up will be donated at the farm to families in need. 

If you are interested in a CSA application or have additional questions please email us. 
Shares are limited to ensure freshness and the best quality.
Applications are on a first come first service basis.
Payment is expected at the time of signup.

From Oct. – May we grow fresh Greens (Arugula, Swiss Chards, Collards, Kale, Spinach, over 11 varieties of Lettuces) and Root Vegetables (Beets, Carrots, Radishes and Turnips).
