Catchment Area Profile Report 
Introduction
This report was developed arising from the desire to understand the profile of the catchment area that Beaumond House Community Hospice provides services to.  It draws on a range of qualitative data to presents a snapshot profile of the resident population within the hospice catchment area (figure 1).

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To produce the profile, the catchment area has been mapped as closely as possible to Office of National Statistics (ONS) geographical ‘Super Output Areas’ (SOA) (figure 2) at middle (MSOA) and lower (LSOA) levels (see appendix 2).  As data is not always available at these geographical levels, this profile draws on data from District and County Councils and East Midlands regional data to give an indication of the likely population attributes.

1. Population
The total population at 2015 (mid-year) for the catchment area was recorded at: 243,933 people (ONS via Public Health England Local Health Data 2016), this shows only a 2.24% increase on the 2011 ONS census data where population was recorded at: 238,598 (117,186 males and 121,412 females).  According to work undertaken for the Nottinghamshire Joint Strategic Needs Assessment, projected figures for 2016 (mid-year) suggest a 3-4% increase in some areas covered by the catchment area from the 2011 census.
1.1 Age and Gender Profile

Mean age at the 2011 census was 42 years. Projections for the 85+ population suggest that across Nottinghamshire, this age group will increase by 20,000 with Newark and Sherwood District amongst the areas likely to see the highest increase census (Nottinghamshire Insight). Figure 3 shows the 2011 census population pyramid, and figure 4 shows the 2016 (mid-year) population estimates for the Newark and Sherwood district as a comparator.

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2. Communities of Identity and Interest
2.1 Ethnicity
The 2011 census showed that the majority of the population in the catchment area identified themselves as White - English/Welsh/Scottish/Northern Irish/British; White – Other at 3.36% of the population; 1.12% Asian British and 1.58% identifying as other Black and Minority Ethnic (BME) groups (Figure 5).

2.2 Household Language
According to the 2011 Census, 97% of all households have English as a main language. Only 1.7% of households were recorded as not having any member of the household who spoke English as a main language (table 2).

The second most common language spoken in the catchment area was recorded as Polish (1%), followed by ‘Any other European language’ (1%), Portuguese (0.14%) and Chinese (0.13%) (see figure 6 for detailed breakdown).

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2.3 Migrants 

The 2011 census indicated that the majority of the catchment population were born in the United Kingdom (94.5%). Of the remaining 5.5%, 2.8% were born in EU countries and 1% born in the Middle East and Asia (Figure 7).

2.4 Sexual Orientation 
Recent LGB population estimates are only available at the regional level. However, the 2011 ONS census data recorded that 0.22% of the catchment population were registered in a same-sex civil partnership. Caution must be exercised with this number as, to maintain confidentiality, ONS may swap records between different geographic areas.

At the regional level, ONS calculate sexual identity estimates from the Annual Population Survey (APS) (tables 3 and 4). Figures for 2016 show that in East Midlands 2.5% (n=92) of the population sampled were recorded as being either Gay or Lesbian, Bisexual or Other. 
This figure is close to the 1.98% mid-2014 estimate for East Midlands by Public Health England (PHE, 2017) (the ONS estimate for that year was 1.4%). However, the PHE study reported that the 2015 GP survey across the East Midlands estimated the LGB population at 6.8%, considerably higher than other estimates.

2.5 Religion
Two-thirds of the population in the catchment area identified themselves as Christian in the 2011 Census, with a quarter having no religion. Muslims were the next largest faith group at 0.42% (Table 5).

2.6 Gypsies and Travellers
The 2011 census data recorded a population of 364 Gypsies and Travellers within the catchment area. Data available at District Council level shows that Newark and Sherwood District Council has a larger than average population of gypsies and travellers (Newark & Sherwood DC, 2016).  Table 6 details the January 2017
 count of traveller caravans (The Department for Communities and Local Government) by Local Authority that are either fully or partially within the catchment area.

The Gypsy and Traveller Accommodation Assessment 2013-2028 (Newark & Sherwood,  DC 2016) calculated the total number of Gypsy and Traveller households was 189 for 2013, and estimated that household size would grow by 2.10%  so that by 2028, the household number would be ~218.
