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Northern Ontario Hockey Association Announces Details of Under 14 Camp

Additional development opportunities will also be available for Trainers, Coaches and Officials
during the weekend; plans are being made to host a Level Il Trainers clinic in conjunction with
the Camp, while professional development opportunities will be available for Coaches looking
to improve themselves or who wish to obtain certification maintenance points.

“We are very excited to be hosting the Under 14 Camp in Sudbury next May,” said NOHA
President Claudette Myre. “Our members have spoken quite loudly about their interest in
offering such an event and we are looking forward to working with the OHF and OHL in
building a progression for these players to the Under 15 Camp the following season.”
