SRNCN Small Grants
REGULATIONS

1. Small Grants are awarded in for individuals presenting at a conference (oral or poster).  Funding can be applied for any costs associated with attending the conference (e.g. poster, travel, accommodation and conference fees). 

2. The application must describe the nature of the proposed conference and provide a detailed estimate of the expected costs. 
3. By accepting a grant the applicant agrees to submit a brief reflective report (using a proforma) on the benefits of attending and presenting at the conference.  They will also be asked to submit a copy of the presentation/poster, which with permission will be posted on the SRNCN website.
4. Only one application from an individual can be considered within any two year period.  
5. Applications will be reviewed and approved by members of the SRNCN Steering Committee.
6. Applicants are informed by email of the outcome of their application.  

7. All applications must be made on the designated form obtainable from the SRNCN website.  Applications will be considered quarterly on 1st Feb, 1st May, 1st August and 1st November.  
8. The total amount of the funding award given each year will be reviewed by the Steering Committee on an annual basis.

9. The maximum award per individual is £150.  Applicants are expected to take advantage of concessionary fares where available.  

Who can apply?

10. Applicants must be a clinical research nurse, research/trial co-ordinator, clinical research support staff or data manager working in the field of clinical research based in Scotland.

Exclusions

11. A grant made to a named individual for the specific purpose applied for and cannot be transferred to another individual or be used for another purpose.
