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New Business Ordinance First Reading: 

Ordinance No. 2013-01; To annex 4845 Calhoun Memorial Highway and related property providing access and contiguity consisting of approximately 4.369 acres of privately owned real property owned by J. Wayne Freeman and adjacent right-of-way on Calhoun Memorial Highway and to provide a zoning designation of General Commercial (Tax Map No. 5039-19-61-1651 Portion).
