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WHAT IS TEEN COURT?

For over 40 years, Reach For Youth, Inc. has provided quality youth programming to Central Indiana youth and their families. Our mission is to empower Central Indiana youth and their families through prevention, intervention, counseling, and youth development initiatives. We provide counseling programs that address substance use and behavioral health issues as well as a nationally recognized Teen Court program.

Teen Court is designed to reduce recidivism in the juvenile justice system as well as reduce the rates of suspension and expulsion in the school system. Teen Court allows youth (12-18) a second to chance to repair the harm and learn through constructive consequences without experiencing formal court prosecution. Teen Court also provides community service and leadership opportunities for youth interested in building public speaking and critical thinking skills as well as experience for youth interested in careers in law.

During court, the jury is made up of both volunteers and sentenced jurors who determine the constructive consequences that are fair and appropriate to each individual case. 

These constructive consequences can include:

• Participation in community service

• Paying restitution

• Writing an essay

• Attending education workshops

• Attending academic tutoring

• Participation as a jury member for future Teen Court cases

Trained youth volunteers also serve as the defense and prosecuting attorneys. Teen Court enables the defendant to take responsibility in his/her actions to provide restitution to the victim and/or community, and gives the community an active role in addressing juvenile offenses.
Preferred Attire:

· No tank tops or halter tops are to be worn. Dresses and tops must have sleeves and backs, and bare stomachs, crop tops, and see-through apparel is not allowed. 

· No clothing with offensive or inappropriate images or messages, or that has a double-meaning or innuendo is allowed.

· All pants must be worn at the waist with no visible undergarments or holes.

· No leggings, sweatpants or joggers are to be worn.

· Hats, caps, and bandanas are not to be worn during court.
