A "Mud Pit" is necessary on all job sites to insure property drilling and to promote a clean job. The pit should be dug 3'x3'x3" with
steep walls (about the size of the average excavator bucket). The mud pit is used to mix a mud slurry of Betonine (a natural clay
material used fo stabilize the borehole) and to contain drillings.
