What is satire?  A Reminder …
A style of writing that ridicules or criticizes its subject (individuals, ideals, institutions or society in general) as an attempt to bring about change. Often they are humorous and witty. (It attacks foolishness by making fun of it)
How is Nineteen Eighty-Four a satire?

For Starters …

One possibility is that George Orwell wrote the novel to show how society become if things kept getting worse. The novel is a satiric statement of what could happen if people in the world didn't recognize the problems and, as a result, do something about them. The novel isn't a prediction really, but it's a warning of what could happen if no one chooses to become complacent, apathetic or ignorant of many underlying issues presented in Orwell’s fictional dystopian world.

1. Security/Protection:

Just consider the notion of security and protection.  At what point is it too much. Orwell seems to have seen television as being used for evil rather than good, where it would broadcast propaganda, just as it did in the novel.  He seems to highlight the problem of being watched over to the extreme.  We value protection and security, but at what cost are we willing to put on various forms of safeguarding?
2. Politics/Leadership

Consider the consequences that come from failing to learn from past mistakes.  WWII saw the rise of numerous dictators (Mussolini, Hitler, Stalin, to name just a few) and their attempt and success at taking control of their governments and ruling with iron fists. Orwell wanted to warn the free world of what could happen, not so much if they turned to socialism or communism as the answer to their problems, but rather if they accepted totalitarianism into their daily lives.
3. Pride/Organized Events

Consider the effects of Hate Week.  It is a celebrated, organized, grandiose event in Oceania. The citizens prepare for it like Christmas.  However, instead of jolly songs with family and friends over punch, Hate Week is celebrated with fists in the air and chants of death and disaster.  Winston hates the party and Big Brother, but the people of Oceania are forced to love Big Brother, and most seem to do so willingly.

4. Diversity/Independence

Winston hates the "pure" ones, also. Everything about Winston's life drives him closer and closer to a suicidal point each day. What makes things worse is that the Party makes Winston think that he is crazy for wanting to be independent and for wanting to remember. These simple things are taken for granted today.  People, parents like Parsons, for example, seem to agree with the Party’s “rules”.  Parsons thinks his children are doing the right thing, and he even refuses to dispute his inevitable vaporization when he is jailed with Winston.
