A show of this size requires a huge amount of help, support and organisation from all involved, so please read through the following carefully, and don’t hesitate to get in touch if you have any questions.
REHEARSALS

Rehearsals for dances will take place during classes in the lead up to the show. For this reason, it is vital that you try and attend every lesson you can, being ready for a prompt start, and ready to work hard…every minute in class counts! There may be extra rehearsals for some groups, but you will be notified of these beforehand.

DRESS REHEARSAL
We will be having a dedicated dress rehearsal at the theatre on Sunday 8th July. This will be the children’s opportunity to see the theatre, practice their dances in full costume and make up, and have their pictures taken. The pictures will then be available to view and order at the performances the following week. It is crucial that you attend this rehearsal as it will ensure a smooth running of the show the following weekend. If you are unable to attend the Dress Rehearsal, but can attend the show, please speak to me separately.

SHOW DAY- IMPORTANT INFORMATION FOR ALL STUDENTS

If you are unable to collect your child in between the shows, please speak to me so that we can make necessary arrangements.
Children over the age of 14 will be permitted to leave the venue themselves to go and get dinner. However, I must receive permission from parents beforehand to do this.

On arrival to the theatre for both the dress rehearsal and show, you will be signed in and shown to your dressing rooms where you can set up your belongings and get ready for the performance.
COSTUMES

A hire charge will be required from each pupil to go towards costumes. Providing costumes for children adds up, but we all want the kids to look great on stage. The cost for your costume hire fee will be dependent on how many dances your child is in. You will be notified for the number of dances your child is in, and the payment that you will be required to make after Easter.
1 Dance - £9.00

2 Dances - £17.00

3 Dances - £24.00

4+ Dances - £30
Costumes will be handed out in the week before the show. From this point onwards, costumes are your responsibility, so please do not lose anything! You will then need to bring them to the theatre for the performance.
I NEED YOUR HELP!!

The most important element of the day is to ensure that it runs as smoothly as possible. This way, the actual performance on stage itself should run without any glitches and the children can enjoy themselves! I will require as much help as possible during the dress rehearsal and both shows. If you are able to help, then please put your name down on one of the sign-up sheets at your class.
If you wish to help, you will need to be DBS checked. I can arrange this for you, but costs will need to be covered by yourselves which is approximately £15. There will not be an opportunity to watch the performance while you are helping. Only parents who have signed up to help prior to the shows will be permitted backstage. This is for your child’s safety, so please sign up on the sheets!
I will need chaperones and runners backstage during the dress rehearsal and both shows. Chaperones will be required to stay with the children throughout the performance in the changing rooms, helping them to get ready, change between costumes, get ready for dances (and to keep them quiet!). Runners will be needed to go and collect children from the changing rooms and get them ready for their performance on stage.
Information about tickets, photos, DVDs and awards will be handed out closer to the time.
PARTICIPATION
I would love for every single student of the school to take part in the show, and to be able to organise it successfully, the below form will need to be filled in to secure your child’s place. This form must be returned to me by SATURDAY 31st MARCH. If the form is not received by this date, then your child will not be able to take part in the show. They will of course be able to attend classes as usual, but I need to know exact numbers as early as possible!
This has been such an impressive year for the school, and I cannot wait to put on what will be another fantastic show! Any questions, please just ask!
