Immigrants have CONSTITUTIONAL RIGHTS

Most immigrants do not have a pathway to legal status
In this political climate ALL immigrants are under attack
Federal immigration law is complex and unfair. For example,

private prison contractors, like The GEO Group, are profiting from
the detention of immigrant women, children, fathers, and youth




2001:
Development, Relief, and Education for Alien
Minors (DREAM) Act

2010:
Passed the House of Representatives
Did not have the votes in the Senate

July 2017:
Bipartisan effort

Path to citizenship
Includes more than DACA recipients

Recap of Impacts
Thousands of DACA recipients have already lost status

June 15, 2012
Prosecutorial discretion
Work Authorization
Valid for 2 years
NOT a pathway to legalization

September 5, 2017
Rescinded 2012 DACA Memorandum

March 5, 2018 is arbitrary. People are impacted now:
122 DACA recipients have been losing their status every day
Youth that would have aged into DACA
Young adults whose status had lapsed
