ACA’s plan is as follows as we continue the 18-19 school year for students:
· Continue to administer Galileo benchmark tests, the tests are analyzed and scored by an outside company.  The tests allow staff and students to see strengths and weaknesses.  The scores will be aligned to the AZMerit test which will also help to guide our staff with aligned instruction.

· Offer tutoring for math and ELA after school in grades 3rd – 8th grade, we will emphasize students increasing a deeper understanding of number sense and the ability to solve real world problems.  

· Continue to provide intensive reading instruction for students in grades Kinder – 3rd grade.  

· Continue to use the Open Up math curriculum for 7th & 8th grade math which more closely aligns to AzMerit.

· Continue to use EngageNY 2nd edition ELA curriculum for grades 3-5.

ACA’s plan for staff as we continue the 18-19 school year:

· All staff have ongoing observations in the classroom weekly followed by a 30-45 minute coaching session with an Instructional Coach.  The coaching time is used to focus on student data and refine lesson plans and instructional practices.

· Professional development will continue every Monday morning from 7:15 a.m. until 8:30 a.m. with focal points this year on performance scales and success criteria to ensure that our daily lessons are aligned to the rigor of AZ’s state standards.

ACA’s plan for parents we continue the 18-19 school year:

· We will continue to host Coffee Talks once a month in the mornings, the sessions start at 7:45 a.m.  Each month centers around topics related to education such as:  how to develop strong readers at home, what to do if you suspect a disability, information on anti-bullying, developing a growth mindset for students etc.

· Evening parent sessions related to mathematics, ELA and how to support your children with school and homework.  The evening sessions are geared with the goal to support parents with the new math and reading strategies being used at ACA to develop critical thinking and problem solving.
