REGISTRATION FEE:   

The registration fee is $25 paid by July 21st or sooner. You can pay for you registration directly in 520 Wings 

located at 2705 Bull Street, Savannah, GA 31401.

Pageant souvenir book photos must be submitted by 

July 16 to ensure your child is featured in the publication. 

 

INFORMATION ON SELLING AND BUYING ADS FOR THE SOUVENIR BOOKLET 

The souvenir booklet is a very pertinent piece of your participant’s final rankings in the pageant. This booklet 

serves as a fundraising opportunity and will feature your participant in addition to their photo and short 

biography. One of the pageant requirements is to sell ad space. A major part in any pageant is to sell as many 

ads as possible and collect as many donations as possible from friends, family members, co-workers, and so 

forth. Let them know it is an opportunity to advertise their business or simply show support to help your 

pageant participant win a scholarship. Ads are $75 for full-page, $50 for half, $25 for quarter, and $15 for 

business card, and $10 patron. Remember, pageant rankings and placements will be based off scores and the 

highest raised funds.  

WHAT DO I DO WITH MY AD MONEY I HAVE COLLECTED? 

All money should be returned must be turned in on July 21st by 9PM at to 520 Wings Restaurant in Savannah, 

GA. All items must be submitted in a sealed envelope with money and pictures, business cards, and all required 

items attached or stapled. We should not have to figure out what goes with what. To help eliminate confusion, it 



 

is best to have all ads, purchased ad sizes, and money for the ads clipped together or rolled up in paper 

separately. We do not want to run the risk of your ad not being published. There are no refunds. Each parent 

will receive one (1) souvenir book free of charge. If you want more, they will be for sale for $10 on the day of 

the show. 

 

HOW MANY SCENES AND WHAT SHOULD I WEAR? 

Contestants will have 3 scenes with an optional scene which will be talent. 

• First Scene - Urban Wear: This will be your everyday casual wear and you are at liberty to get as 

funky and creative as you want with your hair and clothes. Just an example of a few things like jeans, 

dashikis, tank tops, shorts, etc. Wear jewelry and even shades, make it funky and have fun! Let the girls 

walk down with plenty of attitude! 

• Second Scene -What Do I Want To Be When I Grow Up?: This scene is about what your child wants 

to be, so as just an example: doctor, lawyer, banker, school teacher, veterinarian, and so forth. Play 

pretend in a big way! Make the air match the look and let's see what the future holds for these beautiful 

ladies. 

• Third Scene -Talent (Optional): This is the time for your little princess to showcase that hidden 

Talent! Can she sing, tell a joke, dance, gymnastics, cheer, or do a great imitation of someone. The 

possibilities are endless! This scene is always to ensure that on show date the girls don't get nervous or 

stressed if the get scared to perform. This gives them and parents the flexibility to proceed with ease. All 

pieces should be no more than 3 min. 

• Fourth & Final Scene - Formal Wear: This is what we all have been waiting for! This the time for the 

little princess to sway down the walk way in her beautiful gown or dress. Let's put that hair on queen 

status and let these little ladies sashay! Just an example of ideas: you can go big with jewelry, gloves, 

and even hair adornment. It's time to shine! 

 

JUDGING CONTEST RULES  

Judges will look at overall ads sold for 50 percent of the score and presentation in the Pageant for the other 50 

percent of the score.

REHEARSAL DATE & TIME

CHANGING AREA, MAKE-UP, & HAIR

There will not be a make-up artist or hair dresser provided by our staff. 

 

CAN I WALK WITH MY CHILD OR USE PROPS?  

Yes, participants can walk with their child and use whatever props they choose. 

 

MUSIC 

Music will be provided for contestants to walk to. If a parent has music that a child is using for talent, please let 

us know on the registration forms so we can be prepared. All performances should be no more than 3 min. 

 

PRIZES  

There will be 2 contestants crowned and sashed. There will be a Miss Happy Headed and a Little Miss Happy 

Headed. Both winners will receive appearances in the MLK day parade and say Ready, Set, Go! At the 6th 

Annual MLK 5k & Music Festival in Forsyth Park and other scheduled appearances throughout the year in their
