Most people want to draft their pattern to look exactly like the small pattern... We
look at our specific body curves to create the patterns accordingly. If you are rou
shaped, you would use more curved shapes; if you're straight you would use mor
lines. Here are some examples for you.

There are four common categories of shape. Most people are one of the following
which one you are and use your curves accordingly.
