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VOLUNTEERING AND REDUCED-FEE LESSONS

Acceptable forms of volunteering include, but are not limited to:

e EDUCATIONAL.: tutoring, helping in a classroom outside of normal class time, book
drives, campus beautification/cleaning, assisting/hosting/mentoring foreign exchange
students, etc.

e MEDICAL: pharmacies, hospitals, performing at or assisting in senior centers, etc.

e ATHLETIC: coaching, refereeing, etc.

e IN NEED: food banks, soup kitchens, food drives, clothing drives, etc.

e CHARITY (not fundraising): Volunteering at marathons or race events for a cause,
dinner and senior dinner/dancing events, silent auctions to benefit your favorite charity,
etc.

e COMMUNITY: help animals in need, assisting at animal shelter or rescue center, picking
up trash, etc.

e OTHER: If you have an idea you’d like to do that’s not listed, please ask!

Fee-Reduction

e For every 30 minutes a week spent volunteering, a 15% fee reduction will be made
e Maximum accepted minutes for the discount is 120 minutes (2 hours) per week

order to receive the discount

e Leftover volunteer minutes cannot be carried over into the next week

e A full week starts the day after the lesson and ends the day of the lesson

e There must be an adult (18+ years of age) present while volunteering
