Please note that once discharged from the emergency department, patients will be required to find 
their own transport back to their home community. Patients can ask about options for 
transportation during their discharge planning.

Patients attending the emergency department with non-urgent needs will be encouraged to visit 
the Chetwynd Primary Care Clinic during its hours of operation. The Chetwynd Primary Care 
Clinic is open Monday to Friday from 8:30 a.m. to 4:30 p.m. Northern Health’s emergency rooms 
take care of patients who have experienced a sudden and/or unusual change in their health. This 
includes, but isn’t limited to, breathing difficulties, severe bleeding or pain, broken bones, chest 
pain and eye injuries.

On December 31, Hydro posted an eviction notice at the Rocky Mountain Fort Camp stating 
protestors must leave within 24 hours or Hydro personnel will remove the camp.
As of January 4, 2016, the camp and protestors still remain, with protestors vowing to stay on site 
because the land is on Treaty 8 property. Several protestors rang in the New Year at the camp and 
read an excerpt from the Fort journal dating to January 1, 1800.
The Rocky Mountain Fort was established in 1794 by the North West Company on the south bank 
of the Peace River, upstream from the mouth of the Moberly River. Set up as a fur trading post, it 
was the earliest European settlement on mainland B.C.
The camp and the entire historical site is set to be destroyed with construction of the Site C dam. 

According to posts on social media, the area 
of the camp is scheduled to be logged by 
Hydro this week.

NC) It's not always easy to determine if you have a cold or the flu, but 
knowing the difference helps treatment work quicker at ending your 
symptoms.

It's easy to confuse them since both illnesses make you feel 
miserable and have common symptoms, but they're not the same as they 
have vital differences.
Influenza and the common cold are both caused by a virus, and both can 
take over a week or two to leave your system. Both are contagious and 
easily spread. They can also cause similar symptoms, such as nasal 
congestion, coughing, headache, sore throat and fever.
The first clue, however, to help differentiate the flu from a cold is 
revealed through taking your temperature. A common cold rarely has 
symptoms of fever above 101 degrees. With the flu, you will probably 
have a fever initially with the onset of the virus and you will feel 
miserable with body aches, chills and sweats and crushing fatigue as the 
most common symptoms. 
Here are other clues of cold or flu symptoms:
Cold
• Fever: Sometimes, and usually mild;
• Headache: Occasional; 
• Aches and pains: Slight; 
• Fatigue and weakness: Sometimes; 
• Extreme exhaustion: Never;
• Stuffy nose: Common; 
• Sore Throat: Common;
• Chest discomfort and cough: Mild to moderate- hacking cough.
Flu
• Fever: Usual; higher (100-102 F); occasionally higher, especially in 
young children); lasts 3 to 4 days;
• Headache: Common;
• Aches and pain: Usual - often sever;
• Fatigue and weakness: Usual - can last two to three weeks;
• Extreme exhausted: Usual at the onset of illness;
• Stuffy nose: Sometimes;
• Sore throat: Sometimes;
• Chest discomfort and cough: Common- can become severe.
• Another clue is the flu is more common in the winter and early spring 
while cold • symptoms are felt throughout the year. 
How to treat flu-like and cold symptoms
Get lots of rest and drink plenty of fluids especially if you have flu-like 
symptoms, which may make you lose your appetite or make it hard to 
retain food. For the flu-like symptoms, look for alternative solution such 
as homeopathic medicine Oscillococcinum (''O-sill-o-cox-see-num'') to 
reduce the duration of flu-like symptoms, such as fever, chills, body 
aches and headache when taken at the onset.
For colds, look for other options including Coryzalia to relieve cold 
symptoms such as nasal congestion, runny nose and acute rhinitis. If 
your symptoms become significantly worse after the first three days of 
illness, especially if your fever subsides and then returns, be sure to see 
your doctor.

On December 25, 2015 at 7:55 PM (MST), the Fort St John RCMP received a 911 call from a frantic female advising that two dogs had killed her 
cat and the dogs were now trying to kill her and her husband; then the call ended abruptly.

Officers immediately attended to a residence in the 9200 block of 82nd Ave, in Fort St John and found blood smears on the outside of the door. 
Officers entered the residence to find a 51 year old woman suffering from dog bites, but of greater concern, the other resident, a 66 year old man 
was being brutally attacked by the dogs.

The man was seated in a chair and was non responsive and believed to be in shock from his serious injuries. The officers attempted to defuse the 
situation but were unsuccessful. Fearing that death would come to the man if the dogs were not stopped; one of the officers discharged their 
service pistol, striking the attacking dogs.

One of the dogs died immediately while the other escaped out onto the street with serious injuries. That dog was located and was humanely put 
down.

The woman was treated at local hospital while the man had to be air lifted out due to the seriousness of his injuries.

This investigation is still ongoing while police are still attempting to piece together what led up to the attack and are asking anyone with 
information to contact them at 250-787-8140.
