	Opening

When the answer is improper fraction, simplify your answer into mixed numbers. You should follow the following:
· divide the numerator by the denominator;
· the answer will be the whole number;
· the remainder will be the numerator; and                                                                   
· copy the denominator.
When simplifying the answer into lowest term:
· find the Greatest Common Factor (GCF); and
· divide both numerator and denominator by its GCF.

7. The teacher give an example to be solve by the students.
