on 2-4 October 2019. The Symposium will take place at the University of Granada in Spain (Facultad
de Filosofia y Letras, Campus Universitario de Cartuja).

The fee (80€) includes lunches, coffee
breaks and festive dinner (3 October). Visits to the Alhambra (with official guide), the Alhambra
Museum (with guides) and the Archaeological Museum are available, for an extra 25 €.

Participants will have 15 minutes to present their papers. Papers will be scheduled for the morning
and afternoon of the 2 October, the morning of the 3 October, and for the morning of the 4
October. The Posters Session will take place in the afternoon of the 3 October. Posters will also be
included in the proceedings. This schedule is still provisional.

The Symposium is open to anyone interested in textiles and dyes in the ancient Mediterranean
world (researchers, students and people wanting to increase their knowledge of these fields).
