Saraj Cory is stepping back from her role as
Quilt Show Chair, and Gina has offered to work with a
new chair, yet to appear. We still need a newsletter
editor!

Board meetings have been held at Round Table Pizza
with the understanding that attendees would be
ordering from the restaurant in order to justify the
space we use. Karen M. will investigate other venues
so that we are not putting a burden on the
Coddingtown Roundtable, and suggestions are
welcome.
