We started producing Pinot Gris in 2009.  It one of the varietals that’s synonymous with Oregon.  We look to produce a fruit forward style with crisp acidity.  This Pinot Gris is sourced from Mason Hill Vineyard in the northern end of the Tualatin valley.  At 700 feet it has a 5-8% southern aspect and full east to west exposure.  The higher altitude allows for good air circulation and longer hang times which promotes physical maturity.
The grapes were harvested October 3rd 2015 and pressed whole cluster. The juice is chilled and settled for 5 days.  At this point the clean juice is racked into stainless steel fermentation vessels and inoculated.  The fermentation is carried out at cool temperatures for about 9 months and is allowed extended lees contact.  It is left with a small amount of residual sweetness to balance the acid and enhance fruit forwardness.
