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Professor Tony Smith received his doctorate in political science from Harvard University in 1971 and has been a Senior Fellow at the Center for European Studies at Harvard since 1979. He is the Cornelia M. Jackson Professor of Political Science at Tufts University, where he currently gives courses on U.S. Foreign Policy. 

Tony Smith's first books include The French Stake in Algeria (Cornell, 1978), The Pattern of Imperialism (Cambridge, 1981), and Thinking Like a Communist (Norton, 1987). 

His fifth book, published in 2000 by Harvard University Press, is entitled Foreign Attachments: The Power of Ethnic Groups in the Making of American Foreign Policy, but the published work most relevant to his discussion of ethics and foreign policy is his fourth, which came out with Princeton University Press in 1994 and is entitled America’s Mission: The United States and the Worldwide Struggle for Democracy in the Twentieth Century. These two works also address American policy toward Greece in the 1940s and Greek-American influence on US foreign policy.

Tony Smith’s has published several articles in World Politics, Political Theory, International Organization, Foreign Affairs, and French Politics and Society. Smith has also published on the history of Wilsonianism, understood as a perspective making the promotion of democratic government abroad a central focus of American foreign policy. 

He has held grants from the Lehrman Institute, the Rockefeller Foundation, the German Marshall Fund and the Woodrow Wilson Center. He was the Whitney Shepardson Fellow at the Council on Foreign Relations in 1998 and was a Fulbright Professor in Guatemala in the spring of 2000.

Tony Smith’s latest book is A Pact with the Devil: Washington's Bid for World Supremacy and the Betrayal of the American Promise (New York, NY: Routledge-Taylor & Francis Group 2007).
