Failure to provide the requested information on the back of the entry may lead to disqualification.

✓ For Key Stage 1 lined or unlined paper may be used. 
✓ For Key Stage 2 only unlined paper is used. 
✓ The following information must be added to the back of each entry. Please use soft grade pencil (not ink or ballpoint) to prevent imprint onto entry. 

a) entrant’s name 
b) entrant's year group 
c) name and address of the school 
d) competition Class
e) signature of parent/guardian/headteacher or teacher of the entrant 

✓ The entries are submitted flat, not folded or rolled and adequate packing used to prevent damage in the post.
