DAY 1

SCRIPTURE: Acts 8:1-8; Acts 1:6-11

DISCUSSION: In Acts 1:8, the disciples are told to spread the gospel near and far,
beginning in Jerusalem. Paul’s persecution caused the disciples to scatter, and
that scattering brought the gospel to Samaria (Acts 1:4-8). Share a time in your
life when God used persecution, trials, or tragedy to help spread the gospel.

How do
we at times seek to use Jesus?
