Week 1

This week we had Pastor Moses Odong who introduced us to the first topic “THE REALITY OF PARADISE/ HEAVEN AND HELL”
But I will show you whom you should fear, fear him who after killing the body has power to throw you into hell. Yes I tell you fear him. (Luke 12:5)
He talked about the “Reality of Hell”; Mark 9:43-46, “How to be forgiven/How to be right before God in the Old Testament” ; Leviticus 19:21-22 (And he shall bring his trespass offering unto the LORD, unto the door of the tabernacle of the congregation, even a ram for a trespass offering.) , Leviticus 3:7-8

In the New testament”2Co 5:21 for He hath made him to be sin for us, who knew no sin; that we might be made the righteousness of God in him”. 
We learnt that the true nature of Man has the (Body, Soul and Spirit), the spirit has the intuition where God speaks, the conscience for conviction and the Communion for worship Praise and Prayer) The Soul has Emotions that comprises of the Desires, feelings and affections, Mind/ Intent that comprises of the Imaginations, Attitude, Self awareness and Decision/Will comprises of the Choice, Initiative, Determination.
Understanding salvation, - Is restoring the image of God (God’s nature) & Authority; 
-To get man into his calling which is to subdue & exercise dominion. Mathew 28:8-20 and Mathew 24:14

Each of us is to fulfill it according to his or her context and this is by preaching the gospel of the kingdom of God.

LIFE STYLE DIAGRAM:
Life at creation before the fall (life in the presence of God, Relationship, Fellowship, Righteous, Holy=approbation of God (God's praise.ie. Very good Gen 1:31), tree of life for life forever in the garden of Eden. What the tree of life and tree of knowing good and evil represent:

-Tree of Life=Jesus=Obedience

-Tree of knowing good & evil: =Disobedience & Rebellion.

•The fall Gen 3:1-6-means:
 To lose all of God and Receiving/gaining separation from God:
· To lose God (His presence the Holy Spirit, Relationship, Fellowship, righteousness, Mercy & Love, Beauty = Glory Romans 3:23; -and Receiving/gaining separation from God: guilt, Condemnation, penalty of sin-God's wrath, the sinful nature, Slavery to sin & the devil by the Power of sin, corruption =Deprived-Depreciation-Destitute of; triggered by the eating of the forbidden fruit=disobedience/Rebellion - desiring to become a god=pride. 

We lost God's praise - Gen 6:5-6. We discover that God created us with seven basic needs: 
Dignity, Authority, Blessing and Provision, Security, Purpose and Meaning, Freedom and Boundary, Intimate Love and Companionship
· A rising from the fall, all humanity became Guilty, Condemned, slaves to sin & the devil, separated from God’s presence, liable to eternal death, deprived and received the sinful nature.
Guilt, Condemnation, The penalty of sin-Lake of fire/Second death-Eph 2:1-3,Rev 20:14-15, Separation from God’s presence-Gen 3:23-24, Under the power of sin-Slavery to sin & the devil-Rom 6:6,17;Col 1:13, Deprived, Sinful Nature-Rom 7:18
THREE TYPES OF DEATH:

· Gen 2:17  But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die. 

SPIRITUAL DEATH is; Being Guilty before God, Condemned-Judgement passed by God, Under the penalty of sin-Lake of 
fire/Second death, Separated from God’s presence, Under the power of sin-Slavery to sin & 
the devil, Deprived/Depreciated, Having the Sinful Nature.
PHYSICAL DEATH is; separation of the Spirit & Soul from the Body
· Ecc 12:7  Then shall the dust return to the earth as it was: and the spirit shall return unto God who gave it. 

· Luk 9:60  Jesus said unto him, Let the dead bury their dead: but go thou and preach the kingdom of God. 

SECOND DEATH
· Rev 20:14  And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death. 
· Rev 20:15  And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire
Lake of fire is the final destiny of all the wicked-those who died without believing in Jesus 
Salvation of the whole human being (Spirit, Soul & Body) doesn't happen at once to all, but FIRST, total/complete salvation happens to the Spirit, 

· that is when the Soul begins it's daily salvation called Renewal through the process of Sanctification.

· The Body is not yet saved - will be saved at the Rapture

Week 2

INTERPRETING SCRIPTURE: BY PR.PHILLIP.
We learnt about the context and the application.

What is meant to the original audience, the difference between them and us and the theological thems.
How it would apply to the believer today.

Historical – Cultural Context;

This is important because the word of God spoke to particular people addressing real life needs at a particular time although these principles are relevant.

The biblical audience thus matters a lot and the circumstances prevailing at the time of writing.

Using other resources like bible maps, study bibles, concordances can be very helpful in owning scripture.

Literally context:

This is mostly about the genre or form of writing used by the author and also the context that the verses surrounding the scripture.

Application:

Must take place where there has been proper interpretation. Avoid the pitfall of overscriptulization for example the stone that David used to kill Goliath, “I can do all everything through him who gives me strength (Philippians 4:13)
1st John uses testimony to authenticate the life and work of Jesus Christ.

His own testimony 1:14, 21:24, John the Baptist a prominent figure 1:34, father’s testimony 5:37.

John uses the word sign instead of miracles in his gospel account. Throughout he makes the point that these signs are for a greater purpose that people may believe in Jesus as Gods son.
SIGNS AND THEIR SIGNIFICANCE.

Water into wine; symbolizing newness of life through God’s spirit. An experience that can only be brought about by knowing Jesus Christ. This theme is prominent in Charpter3 in Jesus’s interaction with Nicodemus.

Rising of Lazarus, here this sign Jesus makes his point clear that he is the resurrection and that anyone who believes in Jesus’s death has no power over them. He gives eternal life to everyone who believes in him. Thus his miracles are signs that paid for Jesus’s death and also resurrection from the dead.
In chapter 10, Jesus makes reference to the good shepherd who lays down his life. This shepherd is Jesus Christ who would die for the sins of the world and those who believe in him would have life.
Week 3.

Overcoming the principality of bitterness. Hebrews 12:15 (Pr. Odong Moses)
Roots of bitterness:
· Un forgiveness Mathew 6:15, Hold a record of a debt at considered failures of things expected of whether right or wrong.

· Resentment Job 5:2, 36:13,Hidden-becoming cold towards someone as a result-a state of holding something in the mind as a subject of contemplation
· Anger Proverbs 22:24-24, 16:32, feeling of displeasure combined with an urge to harm-expressed/verbalized- told to your face
· Hatred Proverbs 26:24-25, A strong dislike awakened by something regarded as evil done resulting in actions /words to inflict pain.
· Retaliation  Ephesians 4:31, 
· Wrath Proverbs 27:4, is great anger to inflict punishment
· Violence Psalms 11:5, extreme force-actions that cause destruction, pain or suffering-widespread (from all fronts) fighting.
· Murder Matthew 19:15, an act of deliberate killing of another human being.

UNDERSTANDING TRUE FORGIVENESS

THE MEANING OF FORGIVENESS
The word “forgive” means to wipe the slate clean, to pardon, to cancel a debt. 

When we wrong someone, we seek his or her forgiveness in order for the relationship to be restored. 

It is important to remember that forgiveness is not granted because a person deserves to be forgiven. Instead, Forgiveness is an act of love, mercy, and grace.

WHY ARE WE REQUIRED TO FORGIVENESS OTHERS?
· Jesus bore our sins on the cross:  Isa 53:4-6

Surely our grief’s He Himself bore, and our sorrows He carried, yet we ourselves esteemed Him stricken, smitten of God, and afflicted. But He was pierced through for our transgressions, He was crushed for our iniquities, the chastening for our well-being fell upon Him, and by His scourging we are healed. All of us like sheep have gone astray, each of us has turned to his own way; but the Lord has caused the iniquity of us all to fall on Him. 

· Our slate is wiped clean:   Isa 43:25

"I, even I, am the one who wipes out your transgressions for My own sake And I will not remember your sins (not use it against you anymore). 

· God removes our sins from His record:          Ps 103:12

As far as the east is from the west, So far has He removed our transgressions from us. 

EXAMPLES OF FORGIVENESS
1. Joseph:  Gen 50:15-21… "As for you, you meant evil against me, but God meant it for good in order to bring about this present result, to preserve many people alive.  "So therefore, do not be afraid; I will provide for you and your little ones." So he comforted them and spoke kindly to them. 

2. Jesus:  1 Peter 2:21-24….and while being reviled, He did not revile in return; while suffering, He uttered no threats, but kept entrusting Himself to Him who judges righteously
Luke 23:34-Jesus said, "Father, forgive them, for they do not know what they are doing." 

3. Paul:  2 Tim 4:16-18…. may it not be counted against them…… The Lord will rescue me from every evil deed
INNER HEALING:
· due to the fact that human beings get wounded, 

HUMAN BEING NEED WHOLISTIC HEALING FROM WOUNDS CAUSED:

1. Spiritually (Human Spirit)-Spiritual wounds

2. Emotionally (Human Soul)- Emotional wounds

3. Physically (Human Body)- Physical Wounds
WOUNDS

It’s an injury, such as a cut, stub or tear to a part of the body.
All of us are "wounded warriors." It is certain that many of us have been wounded and or will be wounded in life. 

Many people have scars that are visible reminders of physical wounds suffered. Each time we look at those scars we are reminded of a traumatic incident in which we were injured and in which healing took place. 

Emotional and spiritual wounds have also damaged many of us. Less visible than physical wounds, they are nonetheless just as real and just as traumatic. 

Just like physical wounds, emotional and spiritual wounds need to be healed in order for us to be healthy and useful to: God, People around us, nation. etc.

Luke 1:74, 75 to grant us that we, being delivered from the hand of our enemies, Might serve Him (God) without fear, in holiness and righteousness before Him all our days.

Often times the physical, emotional and spiritual wounds inflicted by the people we loved and trusted, who were the most impactive people in our lives, are difficult heal because they were inflicted by people who should have protected and nurtured us.

PEOPLE WHO INFLICT WOUNDS

· Parents: (Father & Mother) the most important need of a baby is parent’s love. The Father’s love, Embrace & affirmation, Babies can also be wounded while still in the womb.

· Close relatives 

· At School, teacher, 

· Village-mates, Workmates, Boss 

· Fellow believers (Church members), Pastor 

· Friends, Fiancée, Spouse 

· Major failures in life: education, election, Marriage, deportation. etc.

 CATAGORIES OF WOUNDS
· Physical Wounds:
Physical wounds can be inflicted actively or passively. 

Active physical wounds can include: beatings, slapping, punching, biting, bruising, spitting, tickling abusively, rape, incest, sexual molestation or sexual touching. 

Physical wounds may heal but the emotional damage they cause endures. 
· Passive physical wounds:
· These are inflicted when a child is deprived off the positive physical touches he/she needs and deserves. 

· Every child has the need to be held, kissed, cuddled, and touched in a positive way. 

· When those positive touches are not given by the most important person in his or her world, the child is passively wounded. 

In his or her mind the child says, "l must not be desirable. l must not be lovable.”

· Emotional Wounds:
Emotional wounds can also be inflicted actively or passively. 

Active emotional wounds come from being told: "you are stupid," "you were a mistake," "I wish you’d never been born," "You’ll never amount to anything," "Why can’t you be like ____________?" 

Active emotional wounds strike at the very core of our identity and self-worth.                                           They make us feel inferior, insecure, stupid, worthless, or unwanted. 

Active emotional wounds can also be the result of sinful modeling.ie. Alcoholism/drug addiction, rage/anger by your parents.

Passive emotional wounds: These are just as damaging though less obvious, they come from not being told what we should have been told.     We should have been told: "l love you," "you are wanted," "you are so good at (sport, hobby, academic, etc)," “I'm so glad you are our son and part of our family." 

Passive emotional wounds come from fathers/ mothers/Friends/teachers/relatives who were emotionally cold, distant, uncaring, or absent.   

The person who is inflicted with passive emotional wounds didn‘t get the affirmation, nurturing, and love he/she should have received.

· Spiritual Wounds:
Spiritual wounds can also be inflicted actively or passively. 

Active spiritual wounds come when parents use the Bible, Church, or God as weapons to control or force children to conform to standards or expectations.    Phrases such as: "God doesn’t like you when you behave this way," "The Bible says (quotation from Bible) and you’d better obey or else," "and you call yourself a Christian, Christians don’t (think, behave, feel) like that." 

Active spiritual wounds can also come from becoming angry with God or blaming God for disappointments, unmet needs, or unfulfilled expectations. 

Passive spiritual wounds come because we did not receive the spiritual training or opportunities for spiritual growth we should have received.
