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For this assignment you are required to take photographs of letters in the alphabet that you see around you. Come up with an inspirational word. Your word must be at least 5 or more letters.

Each letter needs to be unique. You can not take photographs of existing letters. If you chose to create your own letter you can only do this for one of the letters in your word.

When taking your photographs make sure that all your cropping is done through the viewfinder of your camera - no cropping will be allowed in Photoshop.

Take all your photographs vertically. This will work better when assembling the final project.

After all the photographs are taken, edit them in Photoshop.  All photographs must be changed to black & white or sepia. To change the colour format, see the instructions below.

 ~ all photos need to be in the hand-in drive. In this assignment you must have two folders - one with original photographs and one with your edited photographs to be printed.

Create A Sepia Tone Effect In Photoshop

I had no idea that my research into the definition and origins of Sepia would bring me face to face with a cephalopod. Yes, the word Sepia is Greek for cuttlefish (relatives of the squid), and Sepia is the reddish brown pigment derived from the ink sac of this ocean creature.

A sepia tone is a reddish brown monochrome tint. When applied to a photo, it gives the picture a warm, antique feeling. It's easy to do in Photoshop!

Difficulty: Easy

Time Required: 5 minutes

Here's How:

1.Open the image in Photoshop Elements.

2.If the image is in colour, go to Enhance > Convert to Black and White

3.If the image is in grayscale go to Image > Mode > RGB Colour, then step 2.

This brings us to a grayscale version, then we can still add some colour. The next step is to apply Photoshop's pre-packaged Sepia photo filter. 

4.Go to Layer> New Adjustment Layer> Photo Filter.

5.This will bring up the New Layer dialogue box. Enter the following settings:

Mode: Normal  

Opacity: 100%

Choose OK. 

6.Now you will see the Photo Filter dialogue box. Enter the following settings:  

Filter: Sepia /
Density: 50% (or experiment) /Preserve Luminosity: Selected.

7.Click OK and you’re done.

Create A Black & White Effect In Photoshop

Difficulty: Easy

Time Required: 2 minutes

Here's How:

1.Open the image in Photoshop Elements.

2.If the image is in colour, go to Enhance > Convert to Black and White

3. Select a style from the dialogue box that reflects your content. Use the sliders to fine tune.

4.Click OK and you’re done.
