Adobe Photoshop Poster Tutorial
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START

1. Open Photoshop .

2. New file.
3. 8.5" x 11" prompt. 
4. File - new - blank = 300 pix/inch - RGB mode - White background.

5. Open any photos that you may want to use for your poster.(Images/photos that will relate to your project. 

TEXT 

1. Clicking on the text tool (T) Choose a font that relates to your project from the properties bar above.

2. Choose a colour for your font from the properties bar across the top that you think will relate to your project. 

3. Choose an appropriate size for your font, that you think an audience would not have trouble viewing from approximately 6 feet away!

4. From reading the “elements of design” note, keep in mind placement of objects, text, and colour contrast.

5. Once your text is added to your document, notice to the upper right hand side of the program, there is an artwork and effects property bar. By double clicking on a text effect, will add to the text on your poster. Be sure that your text layer is highlighted. 

6. Experiment with different effects (the more effects, the better mark you will receive)

LAYERS

1. From the bottom right hand side of the program, your layers are located. You should have a locked layer and a text layer already. Every object that is placed in a Photoshop program needs to have its own layer!

2. Layer - new - layer.

3. Label layer ‘background’ 

4. Highlight the background layer and from the left hand side toolbar, click on the fill tool. 

5. Click on the foreground fill square at the bottom of the toolbar. Pick a colour that you see fit. 

6. Fill the background layer by clicking in your poster window.

7. Once your layer is added to your document, notice to the upper right hand side of the program, there is an effects, layer styles, and filters property bar. By double clicking on a layer effect, will add to the highlighted layer on your poster. Be sure that your proper layer is highlighted. 

8. Experiment with different effects (the more effects, the better mark you will receive)

9. When an effect is placed on a layer, you will notice a flower icon shows up beside your layer name in the bottom right hand side of the interface. Double click on the flower icon to toggle the quantities of the effect.
