	Objective or Thesis
	The project expressed clearly at the beginning the goal or objective
	The project expressed clearly the goal or objective of the product, but it was not apparent in the beginning segments.
	The project expressed the goal or objective of the product, but it was not clearly stated
	The project failed to express the goal or objective, and seemed to lack a specific focus.

	Organization
	Audience cannot understand presentation because there is no sequence of information.
	Audience has difficulty following presentation because student jumps around.
	Student presents information in logical sequence which audience can follow.
	Student presents information in logical, interesting sequence which audience can follow.

	Subject Knowledge
	Student demonstrates full knowledge (more than required) by answering all class questions with explanations and elaboration


	Student is at ease and answers most questions with explanations and some elaboration.

	Student is uncomfortable with information and is able to answer only rudimentary questions, but fails to elaborate.
