The field will be divided into Five (5) flights with Three (3) flights
consisting of eight (8) teams and Two (2) flights consisting of six
(6) teams. The Flights of eight (8) will be divided into two (2)
sub-flights, comprised of four (4) teams each. The format for
play will be Team Match Play.

Teams will be competing for points. Points will be awarded in
accordance with the standings at the end of each 9-hole match.
A) One point for each hole won.

B) One-Half point for a hole tied.

C) One point for winning the match.

D) One-Half point for a halved match.

Note: When the low score is tied, go to the second man’s score
for a hole tie-breaker. If the teams tie again, each team shall

Rules Governing Players Not Playing An Entire Match
In the event that an opponent team or a member of that
team does not show up for a tee time, or quits a match for
any reason, the following rules will apply:

1. If one team member cannot or does not play, the other member
shall continue to play, if at all possible. The 1s essential to protect
the field.

2. If an opponent team fails to show up for a tee time, the other team
will play and be awarded 1 point for each hole played until the other
team does show up. However, the playing team will not be awarded
more than 7 1/2 points for the match unless at least 1 member of
the opposing team plays at least 6 holes.

3. If both members of a team quit playing after a match has started, the
other team will be awarded 1 point for each of the remaining holes,
plus 1 point for winning the match, if appropriate. However, the
winning team will not be awarded more than 7 1/2 points unless
they have actually won more than 6 1/2 points before the other team
quits. In that case, they will be awarded all points won before the
other team quits, plus 1 point for winning the match.

c) The 14 club rule is in effect

D) Cemetery (Hole #5) - Played as a Penalty Area. One (1)
stroke penalty, players shall use drop circle provided.
Play from inside the cemetery is not allowed. NOTE:
The outside cemetery walls are played as an
obstruction.

3. Red Penalty Areas (Red Lines).

4. Yellow Penalty Areas (Yellow Lines)—Holes #2, #4, #6, #8, & #14.
-#2, & #14 will use drop circle.

5. Out of Bounds—White Posts/ White Lines on Holes #7, #8, & #9;
Boundary fences/ posts on Holes #11, #12, & #13.

Doubts as to Procedure

If a competitor 1s doubtful of their rights or procedure they may,
without penalty, play a second ball. After scoring with both balls,
the competitor shall seek a ruling at the completion of play for
that particular match. Competitors will receive their ruling from

the host PGA Golf Professional Ronald S. Baker.

Between matches, a Member of The Golf Pro Shop Staff will
collect and redistribute new scorecards for the next match. Match
results will be posted on the Tournament Scoreboard located by
The Golf Pro Shop.
