In today’s Gospel account, Jesus tells His disci-
ples (and us) that being a Christian is not about 
being better than someone else -- having a more 
superior position -- nor is it about having power 
over someone else. In fact, in following Jesus 

we are led into a life of serving others, no matter who we are. 
And it is a special type of service. The reality is everyday peo-
ple are serving us, but most of the time they are serving us so 
they can get something from us or they can benefit from 
someone else. But this is not the approach to service Jesus is 
talking about. The type of service Jesus is encouraging us to 
live out is one of really serving others, so they benefit. 

One thing to always remember is that our service is never 
about proving to God that we are good enough for His love. 
Rather, we serve as Christians because we are already loved 
by God and because our loving service is how God works 
through us to connect with others, so they know His love.

The Fifth Sunday of Lent is dedicated to St. Mary of Egypt: From Harlot to Saint by the grace of God! In her we 
see the power of sin forgiven.

This is why the Holy Fathers have placed the celebration of her 
memory at the end of the Great Fast as an encouragement for all who have neglected their salvation, proclaiming that 
repentance can bring them back to God even at the eleventh hour. 

Mary was a woman who fell from the grace of God and lived the life of a fallen woman. For 17 years she sought pleasure in life, 
until out of curiosity she joined a throng of pilgrims, making a fated journey to Jerusalem for the Feast of the Exaltation of the Pre-
cious and Life-giving Cross. Let us then, parishioners of the Exaltation of the Holy Cross, follow Mary’s example of repentance! 

Holy Cross 
Golden Agers 

Beginning with this bulletin, and appearing occasionally, we 
take a look back at Holy Cross throughout the last 52 years. 

When he first arrived in Thunder Bay in July of 1978, 
the late †Bishop Basil Filevich (then Monsignor) started 
a Liturgical Service log book (Divine Liturgy, funerals, 
molebens, etc.) which indicated the intention, the per-
son(s) who requested it, the hour, the date, the serving priest, 
and those who attended Holy Communion (if applicable).  

The first entry is the first Divine Liturgy that he celebrated at 
Holy Cross, which took place on Wednesday, July 28, 1978 at 
9:00 a.m. The intention was for the repose of the departed 
servant of God, †Patricia Sorochuk, offered by David and 
Shirley Graba. No one attended Holy Communion on that occa-
sion. Near the back of the same book are the “Sick Calls” — 
those whom he visited (from 1978 - 1983) at the various homes 
for the aged, hospitals and at their personal residences. This 
book is on display in the narthex table. Feel free to peruse it at 
your leisure, but please do not remove it from the church. ☺
