All artwork must be accompanied by a completed Registration Form. You may mail or deliver artwork with
the accompanied Registration Form to Jewish Music Week in Toronto Student Art Contest, 81 Ridelle
Avenue, Toronto M6B 1J5. (Bathurst & Eglinton area).

No artwork will be considered if not accompanied by completed registration form.

All artwork must be received by 6:00 PM, Thursday, February 21, 2019.
