Item 10          ENGSO Mentoring and Leadership Programme.
As was proven many times, sport movement is the only universal movement with more than 300 Million people ?? men, women and children ?? are involved in the European sport movement as active members of sport clubs. It was already explained that although in some countries, at a national level, women??s participation in organised sport amounts up to approximately 40%, it can be stated that ?? as a general experience in all European countries ?? they are clearly under-represented in sport leadership. The higher and the more important the position, the lower the percentage of women to be found. Moreover, the more difficult it becomes in modern society to recruit youngsters and adults for voluntary leadership positions in sport, the more important it will be to address, encourage, educate and support women, with their most often still unexplored and unused potential, stimulating them that they take over positions of responsibility in sport leadership. By developing a cross-boarder mentoring programme, ENGSO aims at strengthening the leadership of women in sport, as volunteers or as professional experts at national or international level, by empowering them for a systematic career development. 
Along these lines, under the leadership of ENGSO Vice President Birgitta Kervinen, supported by Marlis Rydzy-GĂśtz will explain details of the concept and the next steps which have to be taken.
