Important information

· All abstracts for oral and poster presentations will be reviewed by the Scientific Committee, which reserves the right to accept or reject any submissions.

· The Scientific Committee may, based on the abstracts received and the program, propose a poster presentation rather than an oral presentation.

· Presenters whose abstract has been accepted and who wish to present their paper are required to register to attend the conference.

· At least one author of the accepted paper must register to attend and present at the symposium.

· As a general rule, only one oral presentation can be given by each person (excluding keynote speakers). Presentations will be of 15 minutes duration (12 minutes talk, 3 minutes questions).
