Eligibility
Any preschool, elementary, or secondary teacher, guidance counselor, school nurse or librarian employed by Hazleton Area, Weatherly Area and Crestwood, is encouraged to apply for a mini-grant.
A proposal may be submitted by an individual teacher or a group of teachers who wish to collaborate on a project. Collaborative proposals are encouraged.  Applicants for all collaborative projects should designate one teacher as the project leader. All communications will be directed to this teacher.

Application Procedures

All proposals must be typed or neatly written on the application form. Each proposal must be signed by the school building principal. Projects must be conducted and completed in the 2019-2020 academic year.

Applications may be downloaded from our website www.greaterhazletonpartnersined.org   or obtained from your school principal, by calling Partners in Education at 570-450-6314 or send an e-mail to edufirst@ptd.net. Only applications received by Partners in Education by 4 p.m. on Wednesday, October 23, 2019, will be considered for funding.

The four-page application form will be the only document forwarded to the review committee.
Guidelines
Projects or activities must address one of the following goals to be considered for a grant by Partners in Education (PIE):

1. Promote career awareness in students and help to improve the skills necessary to enter the labor market.

2. Develop career and technical education which addresses local job skill needs.

3. Familiarize students with career options emphasizing the respectability of each.

Additionally, projects should integrate one or more of the following:

· Broaden and foster cooperation between and among the community and the schools.

· Promote projects that involve parents in the education of our children.

· Provide decision making opportunities and leadership experience which builds confidence and self-esteem of students.

· Help students develop pride in themselves, their school, and their community.

Restrictions

PIE must be notified of any change in the status of a teacher who receives a grant. PIE reserves the right to rescind awards which it determines to be inappropriate due to a teacher’s change in status. Grants are not transferable to other teachers.
Reporting

Each grant recipient must submit an interim and final report at specified intervals. The Internal Revenue Service requires that receipts for all expenditures must be submitted at the conclusion of the projects.  All excess grant funds must be returned to Partners in Education. 
Budget
Individual mini-grants will not exceed $400.  Mini-grants submitted by two (2) or more teachers will not exceed $600.  Grant monies may not be used for capital improvements or renovations, replacement of public funds, compensation for teachers, counselors or staff; projects that could be accomplished with existing funds; or continuation of existing projects. Proposals for equipment or field trips will only be considered if the item or field trip is an integral component of the proposal.

Selection Process
Partners in Education will review all proposals and award all grants.  All decisions of Partners in Education are final. Partners in Education will notify the grant recipients by Tuesday, November 5, 2019. The full amount of the grant will be issued to the individual teacher or in the case of a collaborative project, to the teacher designated as “project leader”.
