[bookmark: _GoBack]PROJECT: Create your own Topographic Map

Being creative is an important aspect of not just geography but life. I want you to use your creativity to create your own topographic map of a location. You can make the mountain as steep or as gradual of an incline as you wish. You can fill your map with swamps, railways, trails, or whatever you wish (just remember to make a Legend.)


The criteria for a successful topographic mountain.

1. You have used a Blank Piece of Paper and created a Grid. (You can choose the distances between your Latitude/Longitude lines, but they have to be CONSISTENT! Example: If the distance between two is 5cm, they all have to be 5cm wide, 5cm long: etc)

2. You have created a topographic map with a mountain that has a peak of 2500m. 

3. There is a River or Creek coming down your mountain (which will obviously be indented in (Think of the ‘Hand touching Hand’ Slide from our Powerpoint)

4. You’ve put a Road  on your island. 

5. You’ve included a Bridge. 

6. The Contour Intervals are 100m apart. 

7. The Index Contours are 500m apart.  

8. You’ve put a Lake on your map. 

9. You’ve included a Valley using spacing from your contour lines. 

10. You’ve included the following. 

a. A Legend
i. Indicating what the peak of a mountain looks like.
ii. Indicating what a river/creek looks like.
iii. Indicating what buildings looks like.
iv. Indicating what a bridge looks like.
b. A Compass
c. A Title
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
