Teen Issues Literature Circle Essay

Topic: To what extent does the author deal purposefully with the specific issue relating to your book. (Do they offer a new lens through which to see the issue, or offer new insight? Do they create typical stereotypes or offer a new character to the mix? 

* Your response should reference the topic (teen issue) being discussed and offer an introduction to the issue and how it affects teenagers, explain how this particular challenge affects the character(s), how the character handles their issue, and conclude by exploring real life assistance options related to your topic (Counselors, Websites, Books, etc.)

Introduction

1. Introduce your readers to the Teen Issue either through a quote/statistic. 
2. Explain why it is relevant to your audience.
3. Offer your Thesis Statement – What are you trying to prove/What argument are you making? 
4. Offer your three proofs – what are you going to focus on? (HINT: I’ve given this to you above * )

Paragraph 2

1. Introduce the issue and how it affects teenagers.
2. Utilize Quotes from Professionals.
3. Utilize Quotes from the novel. 

Paragraph 3

1. Explain how this particular issue affects your character/ how the character handles their issue.
2. Explain how the author presents this issue (Do they get right into it, do they build it up over along period of time) 
3. Embed some quotes from the book in this section to support your thesis proofs.

Paragraph 4 

Offer your opinion of the overall book, how it dealt with the issue and what types of real life assistance is available to people who deal with this particular teen issue. 

Conclusion
