What is a Timeline? 

A Timeline is a way that Historians are able to look at specific dates and events throughout a countries history. They can also be used for looking at events in a specific year. 

Why is this important? 

Timeline’s help us to see the bigger picture. They allow us to see significant events and when they happened. 

What needs to be on a Timeline? 

Timeline’s require the following:
· A Beginning and an End (Period of Time you’re looking at) 
· Significant Events (Historian’s Bias)

How should it look?

That I leave up to you – be creative. It does need to follow a Chronological Series of Events (meaning in order of time when they occurred) but that can be done in a myriad of ways. 

The Missing Timeline

1. I want you to organize them into a Timeline.
