· The Right Connections – It was expensive!
· You would need to buy armor, a horse, and train. 
· Anyone could be a knight, but most knights came from noble families.
· Upbringing
· Stay at home till age 7
· Learn good manners and begin to understand the role of chivalry, honor, and servitude
· Attend tournaments and hear stories about other knights.
· Page
· Sent to the home of a Noble
· Also referred to as a Varlet, “little vassal”
· Duties include: being a waiter, cleaning clothes and dressing your noble. 
· You would sleep at the end of your master’s bed. 
· The young page would receive an education being taught religion, manners, riding, hunting, hawking and strategic games such as backgammon and chess.
· Training 
· Wooden Horse
· Piggy Back Attack
· Squire
· Age 14 you begin your training for 7 years.
· The duties of a Squire were to learn about Chivalry, the rules of Heraldry, horsemanship and practice the use of weapons and the skills required of a Knight.
· It was also their duty to enter into the social life of the castle and learn courtly etiquette, jousting, music and dancing
· Squires would accompany their knights on the battlefield.

· After 14 years of training you would go through one last step – Accolade.
· An accolade is the bestowing of knighthood through the touching of a sword upon a persons shoulder often done at a ceremony. 
· You would also be given an oath
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
