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Arrival in Canada – An Introduction

Europeans began arriving in Canada as early as the 11th C. with Leif Erikson’s settlement in Vineland (Newfoundland).

Further exploration of Canada would have to wait until the imperial countries such as England, France and Spain began searching for a western shortcut to Asia through N. America.

Both the Vikings and the later European colonial countries established contact with the local native populations.

By the end of the 1400’s, England, Spain and France were all looking west for routes to Asia to complete with Portugal.

Columbus discovered North America for the Europeans, but nobody knew or realized just how large of a continent it was.

North America would eventually prove to be a major obstacle to a western route to Asia, but would, instead, provide Europe with many other riches like furs, fish and raw resources.
