Synopsis: The Great Gatsby is a 2013 Romantic Drama based on the novel by F. Scott Fitzgerald. It stars Leonardo Dicaprio as Jay Gatsby, a billionaire who is in love with Daisy Buchanan, a wealthy young girl who is married to Tom Buchanan.
