Timeline of Restrictions on Jewish People

· April 1st 1933 – Boycott of Jewish Businesses
· April 7th 1933 – Jewish people not allowed to work in the civil service or practice law.
· April 25th 1933 – Jewish people are restricted from enrolling in school to make room for German borne children. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]May 10th 1933 – Book burnings begin; over 20,000 books are burned at the University of Berlin which are deemed “un-German” in Spirit.
· July 31st 1933 – Over 30,000 people are in concentration camps.
· September 29th 1933 – Jews are forbidden from owning Farms.
· May 17th 1934 – Jews are no longer allowed health insurance.
· May 31st 1935 – Jews are banned from the German  Armed Forces
· September 15th 1935 – “Nuremberg Laws” passed. Jews are not allowed the following
· Jewish people lose citizenship and all rights in Germany.
· Forbidden for Jews to marry non-Jews.
· Forbidden to display the German Flag
· Forbidden to hire German girls of child bearing age to work in Jewish homes/establishments.
· November 14th 1935 – Jewish people denied voting rights. Discharge of all civil service employees.
· January 26th 1937 – Jews are forbidden from working in any office in Germany.
· April 26th 1938 – All Jews must register their households and assets with the German government.
· July 14th 1938 – Evian Conference is held to decide where to send Jewish immigrants. A newspaper headline reads
· “Jews for sale at a bargain price- - who wants them? No one.” 
· July 23rd 1938 – Jews living in Germany must apply for identity cards.
· September 12th 1938 – Jewish people are forbidden from attending public cultural events.
· November 9th-10 1938 – Kristallnacht (Night of Broken Glass) occurs in Germany and Austria. Jewish homes and shops are burned. 
· 30,000 Jewish men are sent to concentration camps.
· 267 Synagogues are destroyed.
· 7500 Jewish shops are burned/looted
· The Jewish people must pay for their own repairs. 
· November 15th 1938 – All Jewish students are expelled from German schools.
· September 1st 1939 – Jews may not be outside after 8pm in the winter, 9 pm in the summer.
· November 23rd – 1939 – Polish Jews are required to wear a star of David when in Public.
