The Fur Trade and The French, English and Dutch

European explorers continued to explore and lay claim to land in N. America in their search for passages and profit.

Although a N.W. passage to China was never found, new trade with the peoples of N. America emerged.  Trade in furs quickly became popular.

At first, the French were only interested in trading profit, but by the 17th C., they had formed permanent settlements.

Early on, competing interests between the French and English resulted in alliances with the local nations like the Hurons, Algonkins and the Iroquois.

The Europeans quickly became involved in the affairs of the local natives, choosing sides, forming alliances and even providing arms.

The French explorer and settlement founder, Champlain, sided with the Huron Empire and provided them with arms to attack their enemies the Iroquois.

Champlain continued to build trading posts and continued to encourage trade between the French and the Native peoples.
