1) What is necessary to sustain a large number of people? List the items.

2) You just created a list! Congratulations  We use lists when we go grocery shopping or when we have things to do. Sometimes we list things off in order of importance. If something is important we say that it is significant. 

Significance is a way that historians decide what is most important when looking at events in the past.  

Based on the list you just created, I would like you to now put them in order of significance, what is most important in your opinion, to sustain a large population. 

3) Today, you learned about ‘Cause and Effect’ based on your list you just created, answer the following questions.
a. Is Fertile Soil the cause, or effect of Plenty of Rainfall and Sunshine?
b. “Is a moderate climate, not too hot or too cold”, the cause or effect Plenty of Rainfall and Sunshine?

4) What is Philosophy? 
5) Write down 3 facts about the Roman Colosseum.
6) What was the common language spoken in the Roman Empire?
7) According to Roman Law, who had the right to a fair trial and to rescue from poverty? 
8) Who didn’t benefit from Roman Law?
9) What was the price paid for the ‘Pax Romana’?
10)  By who, and when, was Rome conquered? 
11)  What do the terms BC/AD, BCE/CE mean? 
12)  There were two types of forces at work when Rome fell, internal and external. Internal forces refer to those coming from inside. External forces refer to those coming from the outside. Based on this, at the bottom of Page 11 is a list of 7 factors that contributed to the fall of Rome. 

I want you to do two things:
