· Very few slaves.

Middle Colonies
· Include: New Jersey, Pennsylvania, Delaware, New York
· Established by the Quakers.
· The middle colonies unlike the other colonies had settlers from all different countries:
· Europe
· Germany
· Holland 
· Sweden
· Known as the ‘Bread Basket’ for it’s farming and agriculture (Wheat/Corn)
· Mainly large farms, kids are home schooled.
· People owned slaves.
