Create a Short-Story 

For the past month we have been exploring various ‘Short Stories’ and understanding how the different elements of a short-story work. Now it’s time to apply those different elements into your own Short Story. 

There are two-options for this project and if you have an idea for a third please come and see me and we can discuss it. 

Option 1: Short Story

You’re to write a short story. The genre type is up to you, but it must include the following criteria.
1. You have created two characters.
2. You have created a setting
3. You’ve given your characters a conflict to deal with.
4. You’ve given at least two events that occur prior to the Climax.
5. You’ve created a resolution for the conflict.
6. Your short story is at least 2 pages long – single spaced ( 4 pages if you’re double spacing).


Option 2: Short-Story Comic Book

You’re to write a Comic Book. The genre type is up to you, but it must include the following criteria for judgment. 
1. You have created two characters.
2. You’ve created a setting
3. You’ve given your characters a conflict to deal with.
4. You’ve given at least two events that occur prior to the climax. 
5. You’ve created 4 pages with 4 comic strips on each page. 
6. You’ve created dialogue in your comic strips to create character development.
