1939
· Sept 1st - Germany invaded Poland.
· Battle of the Atlantic begins.
· Great Britain, France, Australia, & New Zealand declared war on Germany.
· US announced neutrality. 
· Canada declared war on Germany.
· Soviet Union and Germany announced they signed a Treaty of Friendship.
· Jews in Germany & Poland lived under Nazi rule.  Jews were removed from their homes and put into ghettos.

· Germany invaded Denmark, Norway, Belgium, the Netherlands, & Czechoslovakia.
· Italy declared war on France and Great Britain.

· September 22nd – Tripartite Pact = alliance between Germany, Italy and Japan.
· Nazi priority was to rid Europe of all Jews.  Concentrations camps were created in France, Germany, Austria, and Poland. Jews were rounded up from the ghettos and sent to work and death camps.

1941
· Germany invaded Greece and Yugoslavia.
· June 22nd - Germany invaded the Soviet Union, beginning of Operation Barbarossa, violating the Nazi-Soviet Pact.
· Concentration camps were created in Yugoslavia and Estonia.
· December 7th - Pearl Harbor was bombed by Japan.
· US, Britain, & China declared war on Japan.  China declared war on Ger. & Italy.
· New Zealand, Netherlands, the Free French, & Yugoslavia declared war on Japan.
· Germany and Italy declared war on the US.
· The Nazis decided mass extermination was the solution to getting rid of Jews, but they did not believe the existing extermination camps were killing enough people fast enough.  So, Auschwitz was chosen by the Nazis to be the largest death camp.

Like America in the 1930’s, other countries were also hurt by the depression.  People in those countries began to turn to all-powerful leaders called dictators, who promised a return to good times.  When people are economically hurting (poor) they are more likely to buy into the promises and words of leaders who promise them a better life.




Economic problems were also occurring in the U.S. during the 1930’s.  These economic problems prevented Americans from caring/worrying too much about these new leaders in other areas of the world.  Isolationists convinced Congress to pass a series of new laws called the Neutrality Acts that ended sales of arms (weapons) and loans of money to any nation at war.  In addition, President Roosevelt began friendlier relations with Latin American countries, called the Good Neighbor Policy, as a way to protect the Western Hemisphere.






	In Italy 1922, a leader of the Fascist party named Mussolini seized control.  He wished to make Italy powerful once again, and began by attacking and seizing the African country of Ethiopia.  In the Soviet Union, a communist named Joseph Stalin gained control.  He began a series of five-year plans to increase factory production and create collective community farms.





	In Germany 1933, a leader of the Nazi party named Hitler gained control.  He believed Germans to be a superior people and blamed Jews for his country’s problems.  He built up Germany’s military and planned revenge for Germany’s punishments written into the Treaty of 
Versailles (WWI peace treaty).  Later, he also planned revenge on the Jews, a program which he called the Final Solution.





	All these new leaders created totalitarian states, a type of system where a single political party controls the government and every aspect of the lives of the people.  Citizens who resisted were jailed or killed.  In addition, all these leaders planned acts of aggression, or war-like attacks on neighboring countries without a just cause.  




	In the case of Japan, it was led by an emperor named Hirohito.  However, since Japan lacked important resources, military leaders called War Lords gained power in an effort to improve the economy.  They ordered invasions of China, a close friend of the United States.  These invasions included attacks in such locations as Manchuria, Beijing, Shanghai, and elsewhere.  The attacks angered many Americans.





	In Europe, Germany began to spread its control.  At a famous 1938 meeting called the Munich Conference, Adolf Hitler demanded that Germany be given part of Czechoslovakia called the Sudetenland.  Britain and France gave in to KEEP PEACE.  This practice of attempting to give in, compromise, and keep peace is known as appeasement.  However….They made a serious mistake.  The following year, Hitler too control of ALL of Czechoslovakia!  Not long after, the Soviet Union and Germany signed a treaty called the Nazi-Soviet Pact.  In it, they agreed not to attack each other, and to divide control of Poland.  When Nazi Germany attacked Poland in September 1939, WWII began.  Britain and France had finally realized that there was no appeasing Hitler and he had to be stopped.




[bookmark: _GoBack]	Germany, Italy, Japan and their friends formed an alliance called the Axis Powers.  Opposing them were the Allies.  As war began, Germany had great success. They fought a lightning war called blitzkrieg.  This lightning war style was a tactic based on speed and surprise and needed a military force to be based around light tank units supported by planes and infantry (foot soldiers).

The Rise of Hitler
Adolf Hitler was born on April 20th, 1889 in a small town in _______________. As a teenager he pursued an interest and love for arts. FRANKLIN D. ROOSEVELT'S PEARL HARBOR SPEECH
(December 8, 1941)

To the Congress of the United States: 

“Yesterday, Dec. 7, 1941 - a date which will live in infamy - the United States of America was suddenly and deliberately attacked by naval and air forces of the Empire of Japan. 

The United States was at peace with that nation and, at the solicitation of Japan, was still in conversation with the government and its emperor looking toward the maintenance of peace in the Pacific. 

Indeed, one hour after Japanese air squadrons had commenced bombing in Oahu, the Japanese ambassador to the United States and his colleagues delivered to the Secretary of State a formal reply to a recent American message. While this reply stated that it seemed useless to continue the existing diplomatic negotiations, it contained no threat or hint of war or armed attack. 

It will be recorded that the distance of Hawaii from Japan makes it obvious that the attack was deliberately planned many days or even weeks ago. During the intervening time, the Japanese government has deliberately sought to deceive the United States by false statements and expressions of hope for continued peace. 

The attack yesterday on the Hawaiian islands has caused severe damage to American naval and military forces. Very many American lives have been lost. In addition, American ships have been reported torpedoed on the high seas between San Francisco and Honolulu. 

Yesterday, the Japanese government also launched an attack against Malaya. 

Last night, Japanese forces attacked Hong Kong. 

Last night, Japanese forces attacked Guam. 

Last night, Japanese forces attacked the Philippine Islands. 

Last night, the Japanese attacked Wake Island. 

This morning, the Japanese attacked Midway Island. 

Japan has, therefore, undertaken a surprise offensive extending throughout the Pacific area. The facts of yesterday speak for themselves. The people of the United States have already formed their opinions and well understand the implications to the very life and safety of our nation. 

As commander in chief of the Army and Navy, I have directed that all measures be taken for our defense. 

Always will we remember the character of the onslaught against us. 

No matter how long it may take us to overcome this premeditated invasion, the American people in their righteous might will win through to absolute victory. 

I believe I interpret the will of the Congress and of the people when I assert that we will not only defend ourselves to the uttermost, but will make very certain that this form of treachery shall never endanger us again. 

Hostilities exist. There is no blinking at the fact that that our people, our territory and our interests are in grave danger. 

With confidence in our armed forces - with the unbounding determination of our people - we will gain the inevitable triumph – so help us God. 

I ask that the Congress declare that since the unprovoked and dastardly attack by Japan on Sunday, Dec. 7, a state of war has existed between the United States and the Japanese empire.”

What Is The Manhattan Project?
In 1938 many people feared that Hitler would build an atomic bomb after word spread that German scientist had split the uranium atom (fission). However, one of Hitlers mistakes was his persecution of Jewish scientists. This persecution resulted in numerous scientists seeking asylum in the United States. One such scientist was Albert Einstein. Einstein, abandoning his belief in pacifism, urged then president Franklin Roosevelt to develop an atomic bomb before Hitler did. Eventually Roosevelt agreed and the United States attempt at building the atomic bomb was codenamed The Manhattan Project.

[bookmark: who]Who Was Involved With The Manhattan Project?
The Manhattan Project was carried out in extreme secrecy. By 1945, the project had nearly 40 laboratories and factories which employed approximately 200,000 people. Among these employees were some of the greatest scientist that have ever lived. Included in this lot were Albert Einstein, Enrico Fermi, Richard Feynman, J. Robert Openheimer, and Harold Urey (and this is but a hand full of the many).
[bookmark: out]What Was The Outcome Of The Manhattan Project?
In 1945 the United States covert operation known as The Manhattan Project achieved its goal - to create the first atomic bomb. Since its inception in 1939, scientist had struggled to find a way to harness the power of fission. Through the combined efforts of many, a test bomb known as "Fat Boy" was finally created. On July 16, 1945 in a desert in New Mexico the worlds first nuclear test, codenamed Trinity, was conducted and ushered in the Atomic Age. The Trinity test success led to the creation of two more atomic bombs that would be used in WWII.
On August 6, 1945 the American B-29 bomber known as the Enola Gay released the first atomic bomb to be used in warfare. The 9,000 pound bomb nicknamed "Little Boy" detonated in Hiroshima, Japan. "Little Boy's" explosion was catastrophic and resulted in 66 thousand instantaneous deaths. Total vaporization from the blast measured one half a mile in diameter. Total destruction ranged one mile in diameter and serious blazes extended as far as three miles in diameter.
Three days after the release of "Little Boy" a second bomb named "Fat Man" was released on the town of Nagasaki. "Fat Man" weighed 10,000 pounds and annihilated nearly half of the city. In one split-second, the population of Nagasaki dropped from 422,000 to 383,000. As astonishing as this seems, scientist estimate that both "Little Boy" and "Fat Man" only utilized 1/10th of 1 percent of their explosive capabilities.
	


[bookmark: imp]Long Term Implications Of The Manhattan Project
The initial explosion of an atomic bomb is devastating but its destructive capabilities do not end there. Rain that follows an atomic bomb is heavily contaminated with radioactive particles. Many survivors of the initial blast eventually died due to radiation poison. Those survivors that did not die suffured severe burns, nausea, vomitting, fatigue, diarrhea, and hair loss. Other effects are still being discovered to date. One such discovery is the passing on of Leukemia to offspring.

Through the atom bomb, scientist have discovered how to harness the power of nuclear energy. Nuclear power plants are far more efficient than traditional power plants. The medical field has also taken advantage of the atomic bomb. Technology used in the atomic bomb is also used for CAT scans and chemotherapy.

End of the War

Following the D-Day Invasion of June 6th, 1944 and the Victory of Stalingrad in February of 1942, the German offensive began to get pushed back. Over the course of the next year, the allies won significant victories, eventually invading Germany. Fearing going to Jail, and knowing defeat is imminent, Adolf Hitler on April 30th, 1945 commits suicide in his bunker in Berlin. On May 7th, 1945 Germany surrendered. With the European Theater coming to a close and Russia’s mobilization in full effect, Russia declared war on Japan in August of 1945.

On August 6th, knowing full well that the Japanese would fight to the last man standing, and not willing to fight in the streets and lose hundreds of thousands of American lives, President Truman gave the go ahead to drop an atomic bomb, named “little boy” on Hiroshima. The blast killed 80,000 people and wiped out 90% of the city. On August 9th, the Americans dropped another atomic bomb, “Fat Boy” unto Nagasaki. This killed between 30,000 – 80,000 over the course of the coming months. On August 15th, Japan formally surrendered and finally on September 2nd 1945 they signed their unconditional surrender. World War II came to an end. 






























SKETCH TO STRETCH

For this assignment I would like you to try writing your answer underneath the question. Then I would ask that you try to draw a picture of what you have just read in the large paragraph to demonstrate your understanding of the text.  

As the Allied armies were sweeping across Europe, they were also attacking Japanese forces that had been plaguing the Pacific islands and Asia.  The Allies greatly outnumbered the Japanese.  Although the Allies did suffer about 14,000 casualties during this Pacific campaign, the losses for the Japanese were farworse.  The Japanese would lose almost every soldier they had in most battle, especially on the island of Saipan.  Despite being outnumbered, the Japanese fought to the bitter end.  Many charged to their deaths carrying nothing but spears, others jumped off cliff sides to avoid capture.  The surrender of Germany left only Japan to defeat, and the actions of the Japanese showed the price of final victory would be immense.

The main goal of the US in Japan was to gain back control of the Philippines and to invade Japan forcing their surrender. To gain control of the Pacific Ocean the US forces used a strategy of capturing some Japanese-held islands and going around others.  This was called “Island Hopping”.  In this campaign as each island was won it became a stepping stone to Japan.  The strategy was deadly.  First a ship shelled an island then waded onto it slowly riddling it with heavy gunfire.   Many lives were lost.  In addition, American forces had help in communication during these campaigns from the Native Americans of the US.  Navajo Code-Talkers were Native Americans of the US who transmitted verbal messages about
the island hopping strategy.  The Japanese often intercepted such messages but they were unable to translate these foreign languages.  

Brainstorm:  Why did the US want to regain control of the Philippines? 

































By 1944, the US had regained the Philippines and had gained control of Japanese islands of Okinawa and Iwo Jima.  The Japanese fought on and stressed the Bushido code of “the way of the warrior” in their battle ethic.  This code emphasized loyalty, honor, and sacrifice.  To surrender was to “lose face” or to be dishonored.  In suicide missions, known as kamikaze missions, pilots loaded old planes with bombs and would then deliberately crash them into the Allied ships.  

Brainstorm:  How did the “Bushido” code of the warrior influence strategy and military ethic in Japan?




































While leaders of Britain (Churchill), the US (Truman), and Soviet Union (Stalin) met in Germany to negotiate the end of war in Europe the Allied leaders got news of the completion of a new weapon of mass proportions.  The Atomic Bomb was created and was ready for use.  The leaders were meeting in Potsdam, Germany at the time and decided to issue the 
“Potsdam Declaration” to Japan warning them to surrender or faced the deadly weapon.  Not knowing of the power of this 
new Atomic bomb, Japan ignored the warning and fought on.  On August 6 and 9, 1945 Atomic bombs were dropped on the Japanese cities of Hiroshima and then Nagasaki.
