GUIDELINES for Team Members and Guest Authors
Thank you for your interest in adding to the Positively Vegan Magazine; online, download and in print. Positively Vegan Magazine aims to promote ethical veganism to everyone (vegan and non-vegan) through an internal culture of compassion and a focus on education. We have a published magazine coming out in 2018, but also are building an online-only website to include its own features and recipes; which will include some of the magazine pieces for individual download. 
As a Northern Vegan magazine we ask that you’re either; living in, from, or working regularly in the North of the UK (Cheshire, Cumbria, County Durham, Greater Manchester, Lancashire, Lincolnshire, Merseyside, Nottinghamshire, Northumberland, Tyne and Wear, Yorkshire). 
If you are a team member please be aware that you will be required to contribute to each issue (4 per year in year one). Please note: the size of your ‘rolling space’ will have been given to you when you were asked to contribute and can be changed if you need. Everyone who is a team member and guest author is a volunteer. Advertising funds the magazine website, publication and additional advertising for the magazine.

Please submit your contribution before the deadline for each issue.

If you miss the deadline you may not have your contribution included.
Issue one = May 14th 2018. Issue two = August 15th 2018. Issue three = November 15th 2018.
A £5 discount for contributors is available as a small Thank you for magazine adverts. 

Please be aware that mutual respect is expected between team members, authors and other contributors, even if you disagree on a subject matter, everyone is entitled to their opinion and to free speech. If you are having problems please get in touch with the Editor to seek a resolution for both parties. 

Our ethical stance of positivity and respect extends to the content of articles; we are aiming to promote veganism through compassion and education. Please do not either personally criticise individuals, or use swear words in your article.

This does not mean you cannot say something is wrong within a system or with society!
ARTICLES:
*Some articles submitted may be included in the magazine, some may be online-only, and some may be refused as unsuitable.

*Please be aware that your article may need revisions, from small spelling errors to paragraph re-writes. This is not a criticism of your message or theme; it is standard editing practice, which all magazines use. Editing can also include changes to titles. If any changes are made they will be sent to you before publication for your approval. If you are unhappy with any revisions, please discuss with the Editor as obviously we genuinely want you to be happy. The Editor’s decision is final.

*Positively Vegan Magazine genuinely wants to promote your own work in return for your contribution, so please don’t make a really hard sell for your services in your piece. Be reassured that your interesting article will do that for you, on it’s own.

*Please do not send in copied work unless you are using it as a quote: – in that case please make sure to reference the source/author at the end.

*Magazine articles are either 600 words or 1800 words/ Online articles vary. Please reference the studies or information if you are writing about a scientific subject.

*Please provide all images separately, as jpegs, with a high quality. These images must be ones you have either taken yourself or have the photographer’s permission to use. This is your responsibility and this safeguard is there to avoid copyright issues.
If you no longer wish to contribute to the magazine please let the Editor know as soon as possible so we can find a replacement piece, as when printing the magazine there is a set amount of page numbers we have to fill (48, 52, 56 and 60 pages).
